Last month we had Matt from Bentley Home PC Support, came in to speak to us about scams and the
internet. He gave us a few basic do’s and don’ts as follows:

e Don’t allow websites to send you notifications

e Get an anti-virus product which scans websites and emails e.g. Eset

e Don’t make personal details public on sites e.g. Facebook. Matt said Messenger is ok

e Don’t save credit card details on websites when making purchases

e |f scammed, tell someone immediately including your bank so you can get your bank accounts
locked.

e Turn your phone or computer off and get an expert to look at it. In most cases, you’ll want to have
your computer/phone reset and programmes/data re-installed.



e Use different passwords for different websites
e Unfortunately, if you’ve been scammed once, you are more likely to be targeted again.
e Don’t feel embarrassed if you’ve been scammed as this can happen so easily.
